The basic on location sitting involves approximately 1-2 hours of time with the
photographer (including set-up) at one general location. No limitations on poses or
changes of clothes. Remember, this can be fashion in the park, sweaty on the trail, or
dirty on the field. Your vision, your ideas, your shoot.

The advanced sitting is geared toward clients who want to experience a mini Vogue-like
fashion shoot and fully express their individuality. The in studio advanced sitting
involves approximately 90 minutes of shooting time, multiple poses, backdrops, lighting
techniques, and changes of clothes.

The on location advanced sitting involves approximately 3-4 hours of time with the
photographer (that includes set-up and commute time). No limitations on locations,
poses, or changes of clothes.
